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Oress Code Reminder

Students come to school to learn. We do everything we can to insure that we set a tone for learning.
One thing that impacts how children react to the learning climate is their dress. It has been established
at the federal, state, and district level that schools may establish a dress code in order to support the
learning environment. Listed below are the dress standards that are in effect at JDZ.

The most appropriate school clothes are jeans, sweatshirts, t-shirts, long pants, dresses, walking-type
shorts, bike shorts, blouses, sweaters, dress shirts and pants.

Makeup, including lipstick, glitter and colored hair gel, is not appropriate for school. Unnatural hair colors
are not allowed.

Students may not wear clothing having logos with inappropriate or vulgar language, ones that promote
anger and violence or clothing with demeaning/offensive messages. Shirts showing alcohol, tobacco, or
illegal drug messages may not be worn.

Sagging and long-crotch clothing is not acceptable. Students will not be allowed to wear clothing that is
hanging low on the hips and showing underwear.

Short shorts, crop tops, halter tops, swimsuits and see-through tops are not acceptable. Clothing that ex-
poses the abdomen is not allowed. Straps on girls’ tops should be at least 2 inches wide.

Clothing that reveals underclothes, such as spaghetti straps, is not acceptable. When students wear tank
tops, all underwear is to be covered. Dresses should cover underwear when a child is standing and bend-
ing.

Students should wear shoes that are safe and comfortable for both inside and outside use. Students par-
ticipate in PE activities and should wear tennis shoes on those days. Shoes with wheels are not allowed at
school.

Students may wear hats on the playground and to school but not inside the buildings.
